This change was 
made so a pony had to earn 
an award, rather than re-
ceive an award by default, 
often due to lack of entries 
in a particular division. 

Our Annual General Meet-
ing is to held January 24th in 
Strathmore - a chance to 
visit, have lunch and set 
some directions for 2010. 
High Point awards will be 
awarded then. Congratula-
tions to all of you who put 
the time and effort into 
competing for them.
